	-Taxed all documents, newspapers, and playing cards by forcing colonists to place a special stamp on the items

	-The Declaratory Act stated that 
   Parliament had the full power & authority to make laws & statues…. to bind the colonies and people of  America… in call cases whatsoever”

	-Put tax on goods such as _________________________(goods brought into the colonies.)

	1773: Tea Act

	-


- In the first year the taxes raised 295 pounds, but the cost of sending British troops to Boston was 170,000 pounds
- Allowed the East India Tea Company to sell tea cheaper by allowing them to ship directly to the colonies.
